Hope for Autistic Children... 
 

            As the grandparent of an autistic child, I am excited about the 
prospects of a new medical breakthrough that has some parents and 
physicians singing its praises. Though controversial, chelation therapy 
(using drugs that strip the body of metals), is proving to significantly 
reduce autism's devastating symptoms such as lack of emotion and 
repetitive behaviors. Unfortunately, the drugs used in the chelation 
process can cause some serious side effects, including bone marrow 
and liver problems. 
            The practice of chelation therapy grew out of the belief among 
many autism experts that heavy metals, especially mercury-based 
preservatives in childhood vaccines, are to blame for autism. That theory 
got a boost last year after a toxicologist who treated his own son with a 
chelating medication testified before a congressional subcommittee 
chaired by Congressman Dan Burton of Indiana. Rashid Buttar told the 
committee that 19 of the 31 patients in his North Carolina clinic using the 
medication, called TD-DMPS, for more than a year had a complete loss of 
their autistic symptoms. The results haven't been published, though Dr. 
Buttar says he is working toward that. 
            The traditional approach to treating autism has focused on 
intensive behavioral therapy, special education and speech training. 
Autism, which affects as many as one out of every 166 U.S. children, 
according to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, is a 
developmental disorder that affects a child's communication, creative 
play and social interaction. 
            Here’s hoping that chelation therapy is the key to unlocking the 
mysteries that lie deep within the autistic child. One thing is for certain—
hope is a good thing!
