Q and A on Social Security
Each month, the Social Security
Administration provides some common questions
and answers that may apply to you or your family.

Do people who receive Social Security
and Supplemental Security Income
(SSI) get higher benefit payments this
year?

Yes. Payment amounts went up this year,

as a result of the annual cost-of-living

adjustment. This year's increase is 4.1

percent. That means the average

‘ payment for a retired worker went up

from $963 to $1,002. The average

payment for a disabled worker went from $902 to

$939. The base federal payment for a person

receiving SSI went from $579 to $603 per month. For

more information on the 2006 increased benefit

payments, visit the Social Security website at www.
