If you need
proof of coverage sooner, you can also request a
verification letter, which you will receive in the mail in
about 10 days. If you do not have access to the
Internet, you can ask for a replacement card by
calling Social Security at 1-800-772-1213 (TTY 1-
800-325-0778) or by visiting your local Social
Security office.
